the major and the best preparation for ENGL 215.

-While the above MAP represents one path through the major, after the foundational core (ENGL 

155/156, ENGL 215, and ENGL 221) all other literature courses may be taken in an order of students’ 

own choosing, in consultation with their advisors. Within the historical context category, students 

choose 3courses for a total of 12 hours. In the literature concentration, students choose 4 hours in each 

category, as well as Senior Seminar, for a total of 16 hours. (See major checklist or course catalog for all 

the courses that satisfy these requirements.)
