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MUSIC DIGITIZATION PROJECT UPDATE

The MGC Archive has now been in public testing for two years, accepting signups through our newsletter and in-
person events. Old Men everywhere can stream Glee Club recordings whenever they like, preserving and
presenting the Club’s musical history. Development has been slow, but the response from Old Men has been very

encouraging.

Almost 100 Old Men have signed up for the Archive, with more still waiting to be added as testers. The average
user has listened to 68 songs, totaling 169 hours of MGC recordings streamed by MGC alumni in the since 2023.

Unsurprisingly, “A Mighty Fortress is Our God” (58) and “E’en So Lord Jesus, Quickly Come”(36) have received
some of the most plays, but favorites like “At the Cross” (40), and “Death, I Do Not Fear Thee” (23) also
received plenty of playtime.

Despite our best efforts, the archive is incomplete. Below are some of the missing Spring Concerts from our
collection.
